Sunday 12" November, all systems go — the old OS FS-120S
Il sounded like it was running well, Graham must have done
a good job cleaning it out.

What we do know is it was built by Graham Waterhouse
from a kit for Mike Faulkner. Sadly Graham passed away
before seeing it fly again, if he was still with us he might
have remembered the brand of kit.

Working backwards we know Paul Ruddle bought it from
Brian Carson when he moved interstate at the time WIN TV
took over BTV6, according to Wikipedia that was 1994.
(Here’s a bit of useless trivia: WIN is a reference to its
original Wollongong station WIN-4, itself an acronym of
Wollongong lllawarra New South Wales.) Murri recalls Brian
flying the Tiger for quite some time before he left Ballarat.
It is fitted with an 0S120 Surpass and assuming that is the
original engine, according to the OS Engines Manufacturing
Timeline they were first produced in 1990, so that dates the
model early 1990’s. (To select other years of OS

manufacture, click on any of the other year links in the web
page.)

Lined up on the runway and about to take off for the first
time in over 20 years.

Prior to Murri flying the Tiger, Graham Waterhouse cleaned
and freed up the 0S120 which was locked solid, with castor
oil no doubt. One of the top wing panels had quite a twist in
it from 20 years of storage and was deemed excessive to risk
flying it. Murri stripped off the old covering and replaced it
with Covertex to pull the twist out. Then had the paint
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matched by JB Auto Paints which they put in a spray can.
The result was quite effective, worth the effort and made
the model safe to fly.

The climb out looked good however it needed a fair bit of
aileron and rudder trim to counteract roll to the left.

This would have been a great shot of the landing approach
but Murri’s head got in the road while | was videoing it!!!
