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New Models seen at field
Max had the Spitty he acquired from Glenn out at the field
again on Sunday 15 September to try and get it in the air.

This is the one Glenn picked up in the swap tent down at
Hamilton a couple of years ago. It appears to be an ARF but
the undercarriage is all wrong for a Spitfire — they retract
inwards rather than outwards.

Max fitted an 05120 FS which seems to run quite well and
most of all reliably. The main problem with the model is the
undercarriage which is not really strong enough for the
weight of the model notwithstanding the fact it is wrong
scale wise. | think Max wanted to see how it flew before he
considers doing any work on it to improve its scale
attributes.

Alan holding the tail down while Max guns the OS120FS.

On about the third or fourth attempt Max managed a clean

lift off.

Max had several attempts to get it off the strip with ground
support from Alan, but it nosed over stopping the engine
each time. Finally though he did manage a successful take
off. The controls were a bit over sensitive however, but Max
managed to keep it under control and flew it around for
probably seven or eight minutes before attempting a
landing.

The model was obviously very sensitive to elevator control
making it difficult for Max to achieve a nice smooth
approach. This caused a couple of go arounds but on
probably the third attempt he managed to get it down
safely, but the flimsy undercarriage didn’t support the
model and it skidded on the nose coming to a stop.

The first landing approach which Max aborted. By gee,
Graeme likes to travel close behind Max!!!

On the second attempt Max got the Spitty down safely
although it was a bit hard on the landing gear.

On post examination we found it needed exponential on the
controls and Max s | think pondering what needs to be done
to the undercarriage, how much work is involved and is it
worth it. (ROl — Return On Investment!!!)

| (Ed.) had the old Super Stearman back in the air on Sunday
15t September after finding the wayward 0S200 muffler
nozzle in the paddock with the aid of Alan’s metal detector.

e are currently working on the pit area in

preparation to lay the matting we picked up from
the Albury club earlier this year.

Murri and | (Ed.) tentatively organized on Sunday 15%

September to pick up on Wednesday another load of
granite sand for the matting underlay and also a load of soil
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fill for the large model start up area which we are using four
of the rubber (conveyor belt) mats as a base. This will
provide an area of 15 x 16 feet. Once they are all levelled
and draining properly they will then be covered with the
matting from Albury.

As it turned out the Wednesday was great weatherwise and
there were others out at the field to lend a hand. With the
extra help we were able to shift the very heavy rubber mats
from along the edge of the pits to form the heavy model
start up area. With the recent heavy rain we knew exactly
where the low spots were and adjusted the position of the
start-up area to avoid where water lays.

Four of the rubber conveyer belt mats have been moved to
the large model start-up area.

Ahh chivalry must be dead!!! The guys standing by while Lyn
is sweeping the rubber mats.

The rubber mats should provide a good base for the large
model start-up area. Due to the wire cable reinforcement we
can’t cut holes for model restraints but small cut-outs along
the edge where they butt up against each other should be
possible.

Murri has beentaking granite sand out to the field over the
last few weeks to level the pit area.

On Sunday 22"September we shifted the remaining three
rubber mats so the pit area levelling could be finished off.
And yes there’s always one in every crowd!!!
