If you use this type of filtermake sure the nipple that
screws into the body is connected to the tank. That way
you have the entire area of the gauzérap dirt resulting
in much longer time before the filter clogs.

We were unable to clean the gauze at the field so it was
removed from the filter body before refitting to the fuel
system to try it out.

Glenn started the engine and hey presto it was alibe to
tuned and a reliable idle was achieved. The Extra was thgn
put back up in the air and flew like it never has before.
